The project, associated with the runway extensions to 
Birmingham Airport, involved the resurfacing of the 
junction, creation of a shared cycleway and footpath 
along with a new Toucan crossing over the busy dual 
carriageway. 
 
The project, led by Contracts Manager Brian White saw 
some six weeks of civil engineering work followed by two 
and a half weeks of surfacing with day and night works.
